In Maths this half term, we are 

learning about Money. We will 

recap the coins and find different 

ways to make amounts, find change 

and solve two step problems. We 

will then move on to telling the time. 

We will revise telling the time to 

o’clock and half past the hour then 

we will focus on telling the time to 
quarter past and quarter to the hour. 

 

Our big question in Science this 

half term is ‘Plants: What Do They 

Need?’ We will look at and 

compare seeds and bulbs and 

discuss whether the size of the seed 

relates to the size of the plant. We 

will investigate what things a plant 

needs to grow and look at what 

happens to plants if they are 
deprived of the things they need.
