in KS1.

Our class texts for this half 
term will be The Stone Age 

Boy- a beautifully illustrated, 
informative text.

Next half term, we read Ted 
Hughes’ book The Iron Man 

(nothing to do with Avengers).

Next half term, the 
children will be 

investigating forces and 
having loads of fun using 

magnets!

Our Geography 
topic will be an in 
depth European 

study where we will 
compare countries 
within the continent 

along with 
identifying key 

natural features.

We start with DT looking at 
how they might have used 
levers in the creation of 

Stone Henge. In the lead up 
to Christmas in Art, we study 

Kandinsky, his style and 
inspiration. You will love 

looking through your child’s 
sketchbook and seeing their 

finished works of art.

Be ready to have 
a conversation 
in French with 
your child all 

about different 
animals.

We start by looking at 
how computers work 

and how they connect 
to each other. Then we 

move on to 
programming.

Our PE days will be Tuesdays 
(outdoor) when the children will 
be learning the necessary skills 
for rounders and football. For 

indoor PE on Thursdays, we will 
look at gymnastic skills, starting 

without equipment and 
progressing through to more 

complex moves using 
apparatus. In dance, the 

children will be choreographing 
their own Bhangra sequences.
